T

he Summer Program in Economics (SPE)  is an intensive program designed to prepare prospective students wishing to pursue graduate studies in Economics, Agricultural Economics and allied fields.

Started in 1977 under the auspices of the Department of Economics at the University of the Philippines Los Baños, the main purpose of the SPE is to provide the students with groundwork on the rudiments of economic principles and its tools of analysis.

Since then, the Program has assisted participants, Filipinos and foreigners alike. Majority of these students have pursued further studies in Economics leading to M.S. or Ph.D. degrees here and abroad.

A combination of a well-selected faculty as well as rigorous and comprehensive lectures and discussions of the economic concepts and tools have helped these students in understanding and appreciating this social science discipline.

Besides providing an intensive immersion into economic theory and its tools, the SPE is also designed to produce well-rounded economists. Thus, it also hosts social activities where the students have the opportunity to get to know each other and the faculty.

WHO SHOULD ENROL?

The Program is relevant to any individual who wishes to have a contextualized understanding of the economy.  Although primarily a refresher course, it can also be taken as a crash course in the fundamentals and tools of economics.

	Economic Principles

	MICROECONOMIC THEORY 
	MACROECONOMIC THEORY 

	Introduces students to the basic theories of consumer behavior and demand, supply and production, resource allocation and market equilibrium.
	Focuses on aggregate economic analysis, the measurement of the level of economic activity, and the analysis of key macroeconomic variables as well as their interaction in a modern market economy.

	Economic Tools for Analysis

	MATHEMATICAL ECONOMICS
	ECONOMETRICS

	Deals with quantitative tools most frequently used in economics based on set theory, differential and integral calculus, and linear algebra. 
	 Orients students with the basic concepts and theory in statistics as applied in economic analysis.




DELIVERY

Each course is delivered in four days of lectures and exercises complemented by one day of examinations.
ASSESSMENT

Written examinations are given at the end of each course.  Exercises submitted by the participants are also graded.  Grading policies generally follow the University system.  

The numerical grading may be changed to pass or fail assessments for participants who will not continue to a graduate program.  

In the case of prospective graduate students, these assessments do not affect their grades in the graduate programs.  

A certificate will be awarded upon full-attendance in the program or in individual courses provided the participants successfully complete all requirements.
